“Confidential Information” shall mean any and all information disclosed by INVESTIGATOR to EPOCH in oral, visual, written, or electronic form under this Agreement regarding the Project. Confidential Information shall also mean and include any and all technical or non-technical information obtained in any form by EPOCH during observation or examination of information or Material supplied by INVESTIGATOR which may include, but is not limited to, technical processes, specifications, instrumentation, chemical formulae, manufacturing techniques, sales and marketing information, material, data, or INVESTIGATOR research and development activities.
With regard to the Confidential Information, EPOCH hereby agrees:

1. EPOCH undertakes from the date of disclosure of Confidential Information and for a period of three (3) years after expiry or termination of this Agreement, for whatever reason, to treat all received Confidential Information as strictly confidential and therefore not to disclose the same to any third party and to make no commercial use of it without the express written consent of INVESTIGATOR. 

2. The obligations set forth in Article 1 shall not apply to:

a) Confidential Information which at the time of disclosure is already in the public domain;

b) Confidential Information which, after disclosure, becomes part of the public domain through no violation of this Agreement by EPOCH, its officers, employees and agents;

c) Confidential Information which EPOCH is able to prove to have been in possession of prior to disclosure by INVESTIGATOR. In this case, EPOCH will, in writing and within forty five (45) days from the date of disclosure, demonstrate to the satisfaction of INVESTIGATOR that it was in possession of such Confidential Information;

d) Confidential Information which is hereafter lawfully disclosed by a third party to EPOCH, which Confidential Information such third party did not acquire under an effective obligation of confidentiality to INVESTIGATOR; 

e) Confidential Information disclosed to the extent required by law or regulation provided that EPOCH shall give INVESTIGATOR prompt written notice and sufficient opportunity to object, time permitting, to such disclosure.

3. EPOCH may disclose Confidential Information only to reliable employees who need to know in order to carry out the obligations under this Agreement, provided that such persons are bound by obligations of confidentiality and non-use to EPOCH which are equal to the terms of this Agreement. EPOCH shall ensure that such employee(s) are fully aware of the obligations of this Agreement and shall be responsible for any breach of these provisions by its officers, employees or agent.

4. EPOCH shall keep INVESTIGATOR fully and effectively indemnified and harmless against any and all losses, expenses, consequences and damages suffered by INVESTIGATOR arising from any unauthorised disclosure or use of any part of Confidential Information by EPOCH or EPOCH’s officers, employees, or agents, including, but not limited to, reasonable attorney’s fees and costs.
